YOUTH TURKEY CAMP 2009

Chandler Rod and Gun Club has teamed up with other 
organizations to be part of the first annual Youth 
Turkey Camp on April 17, 18, and 19.  Arizona Game 
and Fish Department has youth turkey tags for sale 
over the counter.  If your child is 14 years of age up to 
17 years, they don’t need to have completed the 
Hunter Education Course and any child between the 
ages of 10 and 13 must have completed the Hunter 
Education Course.  Tags and licenses may be 
purchased at any AZGFD office.  

The campsite, Colcord Ridge Campground, is a no-fee 
camp ground that can accommodate easily 75 
campers, and it has many forest service restrooms.  It 
is located three miles south of Hwy 260 on the Young 
Road (Forest Road 512), on the boundary between 
Units 23 and 3C.  Craig McMullen from AZGFD has 
filled out a special use permit with the Forest Service 
for this campground for April 16-19 in case this option 
is preferred by you all.  It provides easy access to 
Highway 260 and is accessible by 2wd vehicles and 
even passenger cars, if there is no snow.  This location 
also provides very easy access to all four Units.  

If the weather goes bad, then the camp site will be 
move to Sharp Creek Campground.  This is located on 
Highway 260 near the town of Christopher Creek in 
Unit 23.  USFS District Ranger, Ed Armenta, agreed to 
let us have the large group use site for this event at no 
charge.  We would probably have to buy porta johns or 
else pay to have the restrooms pumped after the event 
if we used this option.  Geographically, this location is 
the furthest from Units 3C, 4A, and 4B compared to the 
other camp locations.  However, I wanted to include 
this as an option for consideration by the NGOs in case 
of a late storm that drops heavy snow up on top of the 
Rim.  

Chandler Rod and Gun Club is in charge of cooking 
the meals and cleaning up.  We need volunteers to 
come and help with this event.  Please contact Eddy 
Corona at 480-529-8340.

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from Friday till Sunday.  Please read the flier attached 
and make plans to attend.
