Arizona Game and Fish has committed this year to 
putting on a number of small game hunts.  The idea is 
to get more folks out in the field hunting, focusing on 
the fine small game Arizona has to offer. These include 
Dove, Rabbit, Quail and Squirrels.   

Chandler Rod and Gun has been fortunated to be 
included in these camps.  This year started with the 
annual Jr. Dove hunt, the biggest small game hunt of 
the year for CRG on September 5& 6.  

Last year Dave Carson invited CRG to help with 
another event that may become an annual hunt.  Dave 
had an idea to get new hunters out wing shooting for 
Dove.  So we did it again this year on Saturday 
September 12th.   

The outing started with registration by calling Dave 
Carson and Randy Babb at the Region 6 Offices.  All 
the new wing shooters met at the Game and Fish office 
the Thursday night before, for a safety and information 
meeting where we all learned to tell the difference 
between a white wing and mourning doves.  We talked 

about bag limits and game care, explained how the 
shotgun works and how to use it.  Gun safety was the 
top subject of the evening and how we would be 
hunting those doves.  The last topic was to meet at 
5:00 a.m., to head out to the hunting grounds.   

CRG was co-hosting again, so we supplied the early 
mourning breakfast snacks of muffins, Danish, and fruit 
juice served under the shade of awnings.  Our club 
members also acted as mentors to help the new folks 
get started and collecting down birds.  We had some 
ammunition to supply the shooters with if needed.  A 
few of us brought along extra shotguns that went to 
good use.  Arizona Game and Fish had volunteers out 
also the for the day doing the same all morning.  

The birds started flying shortly after setting up at our 
stations and then the lead started flying.  Dove were 
coming straight in and from the left and right.  We were 
hunting across from a huge manure pile that stretched 
over 100 yards.  The dove flew low enough to land 
against the pile for easy pick up when hit and quick to 
find on top the pile.  

The new hunters included some club members, a man 
from another state, and young hunters who had so 
much fun at Jr. Dove; they had to do it again.  We had 
a good mix of people.  I didn’t get a count on the 
number of birds taken; I know every one had a great 
time.  The morning hunt lasted until about 9:30 am, 
then we headed back for home.  Like last year, we 
talked about how important it is to pick up trash.  We 
left the place as clean as we found it, covered in cow 
manure, but no spent hulls or trash.  

CRG sold a few more raffle tickets for the shotgun, and 
gave a few to the little lady hunter who collected the 
most trash.   

Over all a good day in the field.  CRG stepped up 
again, along with Game and Fish Dept.  Thank You to 
Dave Carson for inviting us to help again.

U.S. SUPER SLAM OF TREE 
SQUIRRELS: UPDATE

Those of you who attended the September meeting 
know that I announced my intention to harvest all eight 
of the tree squirrels in the United States in a single 
season.  It simply worked out that with my travels this 
fall that I would be in close proximity to all of them, so 
I’m giving the effort to make my dream a reality.   

Northern California in late September was my first 
stop.  I had some of the same fears and questions 
some of you might have when you read the previous 
sentence, since California is not known for its 
welcoming and friendly attitude towards guns and 
hunting.  Thankfully, I had a friend, Tim, who attends 
Humbolt State University to serve as my guide and 
help me navigate the uncharted waters of hunting in 
California.   

The two squirrels I was after are the Western Gray 
squirrel and Douglas squirrel (a.k.a. the chickaree or 
pine squirrel).  I first started by gathering information 
from books and the internet about both the squirrels. It 
helps to know your adversary in ways like distribution, 
habitat requirements, life cycle, dietary needs, daily 
patterns, elevations occupied, etc.  In order to hunt 
squirrels, or anything for that matter, it helps to be able 
to look at a forest or the landscape and have a good 
idea where you might find them.  Next I began to make 
calls to the California Department of Fish and Game 
with inquiries about licensing requirements and who in 
their Department would be a good resource to talk to 
about squirrels in California.  The latter part proved 
difficult since I was directed to people in southern 
California, but I was headed north.   

I gathered a lot of information about the Western Gray, 
and even the Eastern Fox squirrel which is an 
introduced species in parts of California, but there was 
very little if any information to be obtained about the 
Douglas since it is very small and not really sought 
after by squirrel hunters.  I had my work cut out for me.  
I scoured through the internet looking for wildlife areas 
and U.S. Forest Service Ranger District websites that 
listed Douglas squirrels in the area and came up with a 
very short list.  Every bit of information I found I shared 
with Tim over email and the phone discussing what our 
plan of attack should be.  He went out a few times into 
areas he thought might have gray squirrels and 

reported back to me that he had found some and we 
would go there first.   

The nine days I was to be in California had come, but 
the first six days was spent at a wildlife conference in 
Monterey.  This proved fruitful, because I was able to 
seek out people from various local, state, and federal 
agencies in Northern California and pump them for 
intelligence on squirrels.  Thursday afternoon, after my 
last workshop, I made the eight hour drive north to stay 
at Tim’s place and start hunting at first light Friday 
morning.  Tim was happy to see me and eager to show 
me the gray squirrel he’d taken last weekend.  It was a 
large female that was really bigger than I had 
expected.  We talked for little about the conference and 
the plan for the next day and then happily went to bed.  
Bleary-eyed from a long previous day, a three hour 
catnap, and stuffing our faces with breakfast burritos, 
we made the drive up to a piece of BLM land Tim liked 
to hunt for deer and bear in.  

We didn’t have to wait long for the squirrel action to 
start once we arrived.  About five minutes into the area, 
Tim, who was more awake and ready than I, spotted 
the first gray.  He quickly got ready, gave chase, and 
bagged it.  Next it was my turn, and while we spotted a 
few, the terrain and ground cover boded well for the 
squirrels since they could quickly get out of sight by 
running on the ground and not heading up a tree.  After 
two hours of this, Tim had enough and chased hard 
after on down the hillside.  I was spotting from above 
and lost sight of him and the squirrel.  Three seconds 
after he called up and said he lost it there came a loud 
and unexpected boom from his shotgun.  I asked if he 
got it and he called up “yeah,” but something in his 
voice sounded down.  After he climbed up to where we 
were in sight of each other, he raised his hand showing 
me a small squirrel and disappointedly said “I shot a 
Douglas.”  He was upset that he took it because he 
knew I desperately wanted to get one and told me if he 
would have known or taken a better look at it he’d have 
called me down.  At first he was shocked to see my 
excitement, because it was great news to me.  That 
meant both squirrels were in the same area and I could 
get both without us having to go anywhere else.  Relief 
and understanding overtook him as he smiled and 
realized what I was thinking.  

Later that morning we shot a double in a small 
grouping of five trees and both were very large males 
with big fluffy tails suitable for mounting.  We ran back 
to town to drop one off at the taxidermist and grab 
some lunch.  We went back out at late 
afternoon/evening to hunt and just as quickly as the 
morning started so did the afternoon, but this time it 
was me and a Douglas squirrel.  Once I harvested it, a 
great weight seemed to lift off my shoulders.  The next 
day of hunting was more relaxed and the whole 
experience was exciting and fun.  
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If you’ve never been to Northern California, I can highly 
recommend it especially the redwood forest.  I also 
was able to see other wildlife as well:  turkeys, grouse, 
quail, band-tailed pigeons, and black-tailed deer.  So 
there you have it, two down and six to go.  We are 
blessed to have four of the eight right here in Arizona 
which I’ll start on soon.  I’ll let you know what happens 
next so stay tuned for my next update.  If you see me 
afield, stop and say hi.  Enjoy the trophy squirrel hunt 
as I continue my quest for the super slam and trophies 
of my own.

To help get more people interested and involved in 
hunting, the Arizona Game and Fish Department is 
offering a full slate of mentored hunting clinics around 
the state this fall and next spring.

A national survey in 2008 reports there is 
overwhelming public support for hunting. One method 
identified by the study to increase hunting participation 
is to provide new hunters with a mentored experience 
to teach them the skills needed to foster their self-
interest.   

Therefore, in teaching this valuable tradition in the 21st 
century, the department is taking on an approach like 
that of organized sports. The department's Mentored 
Hunting Camp Project connects experienced 
sportsmen's organizations with interested new hunters 
in a setting that teaches them the basic skills, ethics 
and how-to's of hunting in a safe and positive 
environment to foster those who have an interest in 
hunting but have no means with which to get started.   

"Hunting is an American tradition that historically has 
been passed down from generation to generation, 
much like a skilled trade," said Voyles. "However, as 
Arizona continues to transform from a rural- to an 
urban-based society, these traditions are not fostered 
like in years past, resulting in hunter participation rates 
not keeping pace in comparison to rising population 
levels."   

These mentored hunting camps are a way for today's 
youth to become a part of this ongoing tradition and 
play a role in wildlife conservation.

BACON WRAPPED SQUIRREL 

 

Squirrel legs, front or rear, amount depends upon how 
hungry you are. 
Beer, garlic powder, pepper, salt, minced onion, 
hickory smoked bacon, 

 

Soak the legs in beer for 2 – 3 hours. Remove and 
drain. 
Sprinkle to taste with garlic powder, pepper, salt and 
the minced onion. 
Wrap each leg with bacon and secure with toothpicks 
if necessary. 
Place on hot grill. Cook over medium heat until 
cooked through. 
Serve with your favorite sides. 
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CHICKEN FRIED SQUIRREL

  
Quartered and clean squirrels, 1 per person.  
Buttermilk, Old Bay seasoning, flour, salt and pepper, 
shortening 

 
Soak your meat for at least an hour in buttermilk.  
Combine the flour & Old Bay until you can see the 
flour turn light pink. 
Sprinkle in some salt and pepper to taste.  
Heat up your shortening to 375 degrees in a iron 
skillet or deep fryer deep enough to cover the meat. 
Roll or shake your meat in the flour mix and fry until 
the coating is golden brown.  
Take it out and place it on a rack to drain. Place it in 
your oven for about 1/2 hour at 275 degrees.  
Serve and Enjoy!

    

CROCKPOT FRIED SQUIRREL 

 

2 - 3 squirrels, cut into serving pieces, your favorite 
seasonings, flour, butter flavored Crisco, heavy foil, 
water.

  

Season the meat to taste with your favorite 
seasonings. 
Roll in flour. 
Heat the Crisco in a large skillet. 
Add the squirrel pieces. 
Cook over medium heat until golden brown. 
Line a crockpot with a double layer of foil. Roll the top 
edge of the foil and make sure it won't touch the lid. 
Pour a cup or two of water in the crockpot under the 
foil. 
When the squirrel is done, carefully place in the 
crockpot making sure no holes get punched in the foil.

 

Cover and cook on high 4 hours. Add more water if 
you think it needs it half way through. 
Serve and enjoy.

    

DADDY'S SQUIRREL STEW

   

3 squirrels, quartered, Tony Chachere's Creole 
seasoning, 2 strips of bacon cut up, 1/2 stick butter, 1 
onion, chopped, 4 cloves of garlic finely chopped, 2 

bell peppers chopped, 2 stalks of celery chopped, 3 
potatoes cubed, 5 cups water, 1/4 cup burgundy wine 

  
Rub the creole seasoning liberally over the squirrels. 
In a dutch oven, melt the butter and add the bacon. 
Add the squirrel to the dutch oven and brown evenly.  
Remove. 
To the dutch oven, add the onion, garlic, peppers and 
celery.  Sauté until the veggies are soft. 
Add the meat back to the pot along with the water and 
potatoes. Stir together. 
Bring to a boil, reduce heat and simmer 1 1/2 hours 
stirring occasionally. 
Remove the squirrel pieces. Cool and debone. 
Return meat to the pot. Stir in the wine. Heat to boiling 
again then reduce heat and simmer 10 minutes. 
Serve over biscuits or toast.  

 

FRIED SQUIRREL WITH 
MUSHROOM GRAVY

  

3 squirrels, cut into serving pieces, flour, salt and 
pepper, 2 eggs beaten, 3 – 4 pieces bacon chopped, 
1 medium onion, chopped, 1 can cream of mushroom 
soup, 1 soup can milk.  

 

Season the flour to taste with salt and pepper. Place in 
a bowl. Beat the eggs in another bowl. 
Heat some oil in a large skillet. 
Dip the squirrel pieces in the egg and then the flour. 
Repeat if you want. Add to hot oil. 
Fry until golden brown. Remove and drain fat. Return 
to skillet. 
Cover with the bacon and onion. 
Mix the soup and milk together and pour over meat. 
Cover, reduce heat and simmer for 2 hours. 
Serve with mashed potatoes and dinner rolls
