IS HUNTING SEASON OVER?..NOT 
BY A LONG SHOT

Many people find themselves at this time of the year 
putting away their bows, rifles, and shotguns as they 
count the days until fall returns.  Does it really have to 
mean that your time in the field hunting has to be over?  
I emphatically say “No!”  You can still hunt and at the 
same time be doing something that will benefit you, 
other hunters, and wildlife at the same time.  Let me 
explain this a bit more.  

When was the last time you, or someone you know, 
were drawn for an Antelope permit?  If you’re like most 
people, your answer is a long time ago or you are still 
waiting.  As you read this, many hunters are frantically 
checking the AZ Game & Fish website to see if they or 
their friends and family were drawn . The chances that 
they drew an Antelope are very slim.  The total permits 
authorized for this year only total just over 930 while 
last year it was just over 1000.  So why the decrease?  
The simplest answer is that we saw fewer bucks during 
our surveys last year.   

Antelope permits are set mostly by buck to doe ratios 
that are observed during our wildlife surveys.  The 
greatest contributing factor towards that ratio however, 
is fawn survival.  Naturally, more fawns surviving to 
adulthood from year-to-year leads to more bucks in 
future years.  Several studies have shown that the 
number one limiting factor to antelope herd size is fawn 
survival. So what is the leading cause of fawn 
mortality?  Coyote predation.   

Coyotes contribute to the loss of more antelope fawns 
than all other causes combined.  This causes our 
herds not to grow in number and thus prevents us from 
adding more permits.  By reducing the number of 
coyotes before and during fawning season, we can in 
effect, reduce the number of fawns taken and increase 
the number of antelope surviving to adulthood.  In 
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future years, this will mean additional bucks available, 
larger herd sizes, more fawns, and subsequently, more 
permits.   

Here’s the part where you come in.  Fawning season 
occurs the first week in May, so from now through May 
is the best time to help.  You can start by looking in the 
regulations to see where antelope permits are offered.  
Choose a Unit, throw on your camouflage, dust off you 
predator calls, grab a rifle or a shotgun, and head out.  
Coyotes have a year-long season and an unlimited 
bag.  You can take pride in knowing that you’re doing 
something to directly benefit antelope, and for you and 
everyone who enjoys Arizona’s wildlife.  Not to mention 
the continued benefits of the hunting legacy that we will 
continue to pass down to future generations.
